A.K.A.: The Optimizer, Walking in the Spirit

Message Synopsis: We learned last week about the gifts of the Spirit. We discovered the Holy

Share with your
group how God has brought His freedom in your spiritual life.

2. Based on the verses you have looked at above, describe the kind of work that the Holy
Spirit does in those who are surrendered to His direction. How does this work bring
freedom in our lives?

3. What are the benefits of walking in the Spirit in our inward life?

4. With the Holy Spirit fully directing our life, the result with be His spiritual fruit
spontaneously developing in our lives. They will be the outward by-product of the Spirit's
control in your life. What fruits have you seen God developing in your life? How has He
done it?

5. How have you experienced more devotion and worship of God as you have yielded to the
Holy Spirit's direction in your life?
